Why the city of islands is my favorite city

What is your favorite city? Like many people, New York, London, Cape Town, and
Sydney are all in my top ten. But what is my number one — my all-time favorite? Well,
it’s the Swedish city of Stockholm. Let me tell you why...

Stockholm is the capital city of Sweden and it has an amazing location. The city is on
14 different islands on a lake, by the sea. It’s no surprise then, that 30% of this city is
water. There are lots of parks and green spaces too — they make up another 30% of the
city. For me, this is one of the special things about Stockholm — it’s a busy and exciting
city, but you can enjoy nature here too.

You can travel around Stockholm easily. It isn’t a big city. Some tourists choose to
take a boat from one island to another.
