He drives a taxi. He doesn't drive a taxi. || Does he drive a taxi?
She runs fast. She doesn't run fast. Does she run fast?

It barks loudly. It doesn't bark loudly. Does it bark loudly?

We watch movies. We don't watch movies. || Do we watch movies?
They cook dinner. They don't cook dinner. || Do they cook dinner?
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
