Ca tru (ca tru) is a very special and traditional type of Vietnamese classical music. It is more than just singing; it
is a blend of detailed poems, great singing skills, and a kind of stage show. Historically, this art form was mainly
listened to by the Imperial Court (the King's family) and Important People (like scholars and officials), often
performed in elegant Singing Houses (ca quean) as the main part of their cultural life.

3. The Quan Vien (The Listener/Critic): This specialized audience member uses the drum to show approval or
helpful feedback for the singer's performance. The drumbeat connects the artist and the audience.
