Several times a week, teenager Karina Moore trains at her local pool to jump from the high-diving
board into the water — in an attempt to become a national diving champion.

Karina first learned about diving during a family break in Spain, where the resort's pool had a high-
diving board. Young people were diving off it, and it looked fun, but Karina didn't join in, even though
she was a strong swimmer. Then after returning home, she discovered a long-distance runner she'd
always admired had started diving for relaxation — so she became more interested.
