The polar bear lives in very cold regions like the Arctic. It has thick fur to
protect it from the cold. A polar bear weighs between 350 and 700 kg. It is
about 1.5 meters tall and can be 2 to 3 meters long. These animals are
excellent swimmers and can live around 20 to 25 years.

The horse is a domestic animal that people use for transportation and work.
Horses are strong and fast. They weigh between 380 and 1,000 kg. Their
height is about 1.4 to 1.8 meters, and they can be 2.4 to 3 meters long.
Horses usually live between 25 and 30 years.
