Soil Salinity in Vietnam

In Vietnam, farmers face a big problem called soil salinity. This happens when there's too
much salt in the soil, making it hard for plants to grow. It's especially tricky in places like the
Mekong Delta, where farming is essential for people's lives.

There are two main reasons why soil becomes salty in Vietnam. First, the sea is getting
higher because of climate change. This means salty water from the sea goes further onto the
land, making the soil salty too.
