Playing chess

When | got a
grade that wasn't as good as | expected, | looked at the teacher’s comments in detail, and next
time | did some work, | tried to follow their suggestions. My grades usually improved when | did
that, and Dad was always really proud of me.

As for chess, | eventually became good enough to enter competitions, playing against other
people my age at first. Then later, when | was a better player, the organizers put me against
people with more experience. It was another chance to increase my knowledge. | watched every
move the others made and tried not to make the same mistake twice. But in chess, there are
plenty to make, so | made notes and studied them later.
