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1. Orientation

Introduces the characters, setting, and time.
Example:

Once upon a time, there was a kind princess
Lwho lived in a beautiful castle.
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2. Complication

A problem or conflict occurs.
Example:

One day, a dragon attacked the kingdom.
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3. Resolution

The problem is solved.
Example:

The prince defeated the dragon and saved
Lthe kingdom.
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4. Re-orientation (Optional)

Contains the moral value or closing
statement.
Example:

Since then, everyone lived happily ever after.

The deer escaped safely, and all the animals praised
his intelligence.
