However,
they can’t move whenever they want. Humans have to
program the robots, plug them in to recharge and control
them with a remote control.

Today, we use robots to do many different jobs. Some robots
are small and round, while others are tall with special arms that
are used in factories for building cars and other machines.
These arms also help doctors in hospitals with operations. Other
robots, like the Mars Rover, are used to explore planets and the
deepest places in our oceans, where it is difficult for humans to
go.

The smallest robots look like insects. Some have lots of metal
legs, others have wings so they can fly. Because of their size
and movement, rescue teams use them for finding people
after earthquakes or other disasters.
