He started to talk
to Brand and ask him questions - questions about his family, his education, his plans
for the future. Prisoner 46664 was Nelson Mandela, who would one day become the
first black president of South Africa. "There was no colour barrier between us,” said
Brand. “Like me, Mandela came from a farm. We understood that we shared the
same sky and the same air.”

But their friendship had to be secret and their
conversations had to be short. Brand considered Mandela a warm and thoughtful
person.
