Godzilla is shown as an enormous, destructive, prehistoric sea monster awakened and
empowered by nuclear radiation.

The original Japanese name of Godzilla is Gojira. The name Godzilla is a combination of the Japanese words
whale and gorilla. Godzilla was deseribed as "a cross between a gorilla and a whale", due to its size, power
and aquatic origin.
