- You didn't know something was unnecessary but you did it.

| DIDN'T NEED TO BE VACCINATED. | had been vaccinated for yellow fever before.
Subject + didn’'t need to + bare infinitive verb
- You knew something was unnecessary and you did it anyway or you didnt do it.
