Stratford-upon-Avon is set m the beautiful rural Warwickshire countryside, on the banks of the river
Avon.

The life and times of Shakespeare can be experienced in this little
town.

In Church Street you will find
the grammar school where Shakespeare was educated. Nash House and New Place, where he lived
from 1597 until his death in 1616 are nearby. Another famous home and perhaps one of the most
photographed cottages in England is Anne Hathaway’s cottage, where she lived before marrying
Shakespeare in 1582.

C. PyGpuxka:

A trip to Stratford would not be complete without taking a short stroll to Holy Trinity Church, where
William Shakespeare and Anne Hathaway are buried. That is, perhaps, the place most visitors
should come to.

D. Py6puxka:

Both the town authorities and the average citizens do as much as they can to make their town one
of the best tourist attractions in the country. Thanks to their hard work, the town flourishes as a
tourist attraction. Most of the citizens are really proud of being a part of the history of the country’s
national symbol - the greatest dramatist of all times and do whatever they can to preserve his
memory.
