Doubles were introduced, and by 1905 the venue had
achieved global status. Today, Wimbledon hosts one of the most prestigious tennis
tournaments in the world, and over 450,000 people attend each year. Despite its important
reputation, however, the tournament has a great, relaxed atmosphere. People watch
tennis, wander around the site, spot the tennis stars, buy gifts and eat the famous
strawberries and cream. That's something you ought to try! More than 27,000 kilos of
strawberries are eaten at Wimbledon every year, so they must be good!

C. The annual Formula One Championship attracts TV
audiences all around the world and now ranks third in
popularity behind only the Olimpics and the FIFA World Cup.
The sport of motor racing started in France in the late 1800s
| when car producers decided to use races to promote the first
cars. The first races were on roads, with spectators at both
sides of the streets as the cars went past at about 24km per hour!

The first race
for a new category of racing car - Formula One — took place on a specially built track in
Silverstone, England in 1950. Since then, Formula One has become a billion-dollar-high-
tech industry, with superstar drivers and over 20 races a year in many different countries.

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Esports

Last summer over 12,000 fans were at Wembley Arena in London, shouting and cheering.
Thousands more were watching online. (1) . It was esports, or competitive
computer gaming. The prize money for the winners: £3 million.

Millions of people in the UK play games for fun. Some of them have
become professional gamers, playing games as their full-time job. Did
you know that football teams such as West Ham and Manchester City
employ esports players? They send them around the world to compete
in football video game competitions. It's not easy being a professional
gamer. (2) . They do exercises like typing something and
trying to type it faster and faster. They also study videos of other players and plan ways to
beat them.

As well as playing games, many people like watching them too. (3) . In the UK
there's also a TV channel showing esports 24 hours a day. They can be exciting to watch:
just like other sports, there are close games, last-minute victories and amazing
performances. Sometimes online viewers can interact with the game. For example, some
games rename characters in the game with the names of online viewers!

But are esports really sports? Are players athletes? (4) . Esports players don't
need to run, jump, throw or do big physical actions. At the moment, the UK government
classifies esports as kinds of games, not as sports.

But others say yes: esports are sports. Players do need some physical skills, especially
hand-eye coordination, reflexes, accuracy and timing. If darts, snooker and shooting are
classified as sports, then perhaps esports should be too. (5) . They will be an
official medal sport in the Asian Games starting from 2022. Next step: the Olympics?

For many esports fans and players, though, the most important thing is that esports are

growing in popularity and importance. If esports are not as important as sports at the
moment, they definitely will be in the near future.
