The first, Unofficial Thirteen Colonies Flag (17706)

Betsy Ross (or more likely Francis
Hopkinson, a tailor and signer of
the Declaration of Independence)
made this flag with 13 stars and
13 stripes, one for each of the
colonies: Delaware, Pennsylvania,
New Jersey, Georgia, Connecticut,
Massachusetts, Maryland, South
Carolina, New Hampshire,
Virginia, New York, North
Carolina and Rhode Island.
