« Do extra practice. Test and improve your language, reading and listening skills
with self-study matenal You can find a lot of this online.

« Imagine yourself speaking in the language. Many good language learners can
see and hear themselves speaking in the language. This helps their motivation.

« Enjoy the process. Good language learners have fun with the language. Watch a
TV series or film, listen to songs, play video games or read a book. it's never too
late to become a good language learner.
