Future perfect Tense

S + will have+ V.3/V.ed
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(by next weak, by next month by the end of this year, by 2012, by 6 o'clock, atc.)
| will have completed my work by tomorrow.
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15% The kids will have woken up when we reach home.

Future Continuous Tense
S + will be+ V.ing
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He will be finishing his work at 7 o'clock.
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You will be laughing when you see her with that dress.
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1 will be watching movies when you cook dinner.

Future perfect Continuous Tense

S + will have been + V.ing
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| will have been eating breakfast for 30 minutes at 8 o'clock tomorrow.
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Ha will have been cleaning his room for an hour when | visit him.
