FUTURE PERFECT

The future perfect simple (will have + past participle) is used to talk about actions or situations that will be complete
before a specific time in the future.

Jack is planning to leave his house at 10pm tonight. If | arrive at 11pm, he’ll have already left.

He'll have already left, o
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NOW TONIGHT

We often use the future perfect with time expressions such as by and by the time, by this time next year ... :

By this time next year, we’ll have finished 11" grade.

By the time you get there, she’ll have gone home.

By the end of the year, I'll have been to Greece five times.
By/At 1pm, I'll have left school.
