The Leatherback Sea Turtle

Eight ( 0 )_species of sea turtles live in the
world today, four of which (17) in Malaysian
waters - the Leatherback, the Green Turtle, the Olive
Ridley and the Hawksbill. The Leatherback may be
one of the ( 18 )___ reptiles alive today, weighing up
to 910 kilograms. ( 19 ) _all the marine turtles, the
Leatherback is most at home in the sea, where it
dives to depths of over 1000 metres.
