Slavery was one of many important topics for the artist. In his music he also spoke
about a new kind of religion — Rastafarianism. His songs were loved by people and
sung by people all over the world at the time. He travelled to many different countries
singing about positive thinking and black power. The last tour ended terribly for him.
He hurt his toe playing football and the wound not treated properly led to cancer. He
died of cancer in 1981 but his legend is still alive.
