We use 'by’ to describe the mode (or way) of travel. By is used either after a verb or a noun.

Eg journey, voyage, car, bus, plane, road, seq, air etc.

IN - private transport

“f can seat only 3 people In ry car”
“The driver doesn't allow dogs in his taxi”
“We hardly had any space to move in the helicopter”

We use inwhen we are Inside the vehicle and do not have much room to move. Most

commonly inis used for private transpart — when you don't share the vehicle with
(unknown or) other passengers.

ON - transportation on which you can move

I can't call right now, Iim on the bus”
“We were served a declious meal on the ferry”
“Let me give you a ride - hap on the back of my bike”

We use onwhen you can stand, walk or sit on top of the vehicle. Most commonly we use
onfor public transport: transportation on which you can move even though the vehicle
itself is in metion. In this case you can approach ‘on’ as a synonym of ‘inside’
