| love traveling abroad, but two years ago | didn't have much cash to spend on my
vacation.

I'l
definitely do it again. In fact, I'm going on a trip to South America next year. And I've
had five visitors at my place, including Claudette. I've discovered that hosting is as
much fun as exploring a new place.
