Lesson 21: Grammar |

The Russian way to say «on the 3™ of January»
Let’s start with the question «What’s the date (today)?».

In Russian you use the word «number» — «ameizo» mstead of the word «wdate».

«Yneao» 1s a neuter noun, therefore the ordinal number 1n the answer to the question
«Kakoe ceroans "mcao?» («What’s the date today?») has a neuter ending. Consequently. the
name of the month has to be in the Genitive case. Compare;

— llepBoe aHBapsa.
Kakoe cerojist uucio? < llarHagnaToe MapTa.

— JIBajinars TpeThe oKTAOp.
To describe when an event happened or will happen. you need 1o put the ordinal number
i the neuter form of the Genitive case (ending «-oro/-ero»). For example:

— Ileproro sHpaps.
Koraa y 1ebs acun poxicHums? < — lIaTtHannaroro mapra.
- JIBajuiath TpETHEro OKTIOPS.
Pay special attention to the absence of a preposition n the Russian construction!
Compare:
Korna? (Kaxoro wncaa?) — 8-oro aexabps.

Example: Anna (21.03) = leHs poaeHua Annbl ABafLaTb NEPBOro MapTa.
= the Russian way of writing dates: day/month.

IMPERFECTIVE AND PERFECTIVE ASPECTS (CONTINUED)

* KOI'JIA Clauses

The word korjaa may have two meanings:
1. when, while, as (when it denotes simultaneous actions)

2. when, after (when 1t denotes successive actions).

When koraa has the first meaning, the verb in the clause it introduces 1s imperfective:

Korzaa ona saprpakaia, s CMOTpe.I Te/IeBIiI3op.
While she had/ate breakfast, I watched tv.

Koraa ts1 Oyaems ae1aTh JOMAMHIOW paboTy. 4 OyIy MHCATH NICHMA.

I'm going to write letters while you do your homework.

When korna denotes that one action succeeds the other, the perfective verb is used in the korna
clause. The verb in the main clause can be either imperfective or perfective:

Korza ona mo3aBTpakaJa, MEl BMECTe CMOTPeIH (OCMOTPEIH) TeIeBI30p.
When she had eaten breakfast, we watched tv together (for a while).

Korja 161 cleaeiib JOMANHIOK paboTy. Mbl HOMAEM I'VIIATh.
When you do/fimish your homework. we’ll go for a walk.
