Then last week | saw it again
at the Museum of Modern Art (the MOMA) in New York. At
first, | wasn't too worried when | saw people photagraphing
the paintings. It was a bit irritating, but that was all. [t didn't
make me angry. Then the sad truth hit me. Most of the pecple
were taking photos without looking at the paintings themselves

that no one blocked their photo. Was it possible that perhaps
they were taking the photos so that they could admire the
paintings better when they got home?

Neither the photographers nor
the person they were photegraphing had looked at the art itself,
although | saw rhar sometimes rthey read the label. ro make sure
that the artist really was famous. At least nobody asked me to
take a picture of them together, smiling in front of a Picasso!

I think that people who want to
take a photo of an exhibit should be forced 1o look au it first, for
a1 least one minute.
