The Adverbs « IABHO» vs. «/J10JII'O

Specifics of using the Russian adverbs «aaBHo» and «gonro»

The adverb «zoare» mdicates the duration of an action or event.
The adverb «xasmo» indicates a period of time which has passed since the moment of an
action or event. Compare:

OH gonro 9uran 3TY KHHATY. He has been reading this book for a long time.
OH JaBHO unTAl 3TY KHULY. He read this book a long time ago.

Now we are talking about an action which began some time ago and 1s still in progress.
For example: «On unTaer 31y KHHTY ceifuacy («He 1s reading this book nowy).

In order to find out how long this action has been lasting already, Russians mostly use the
adverb «gasno» and THE PRESENT TENSE (= «How long ago did you begin this action?»).

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The Dative Case

1. Indirect object. The indirect object of a sentence is usually
expressed in dative. The word or words in dative answer the questions
"Komy?" (To whom?) or "Yemy?" (Ta what?).

Example: A papio nopapok (direct object) moemy Gparty (indirect
object: Komy?)

Pay attention: The following verbs often have an indirect object:

AapiTe LEEEN
MOMOraTh roBOpHTSL
PacCKaILIBATE MOK&3bIBaTE
OBLACHATL COBETOBATL
obeuaTs paspewars

2. Age. When telling someone’s age, that someone is expressed in
dative. We can ask "Cxonexo net + Dative? (How old is + dative?)

Example: Moemy MnaaueMy coiHy 12 net. (CKONBKO NET ChiHY?)
3. Tastes. The expressions with the verb "HpasuTeca” (to like) need
the dative case,

Example: Hawemy aénywke npasutca dyt6on. (Komy Hpaswrcs
dyriion?)

Note: In the sentence "I like football” the subject is *1". In the Russian
translation “"MHe HpaeuTcs dyT60n” the subject is “football”. This is
just one of many peculiarities of Russian grammar,

4. Permission and need, We use dative case in the phrases that
include these words: MOXHO / KeNb3f | HYKHO [ HAKO

Exarnple: SToMy NauMEHTY HENL3A ECTh Cndakoe. (KoMy Henb3d ecTs
cnakoe?)

Pay attention to the forms of the word “HyweH":

5. Phisical and emotional condition. When expressing feelings,
the person “feeling” is in dative. Some words that apply here are:

NNOXO / XOPOLWO, CKYYHO / MHTEPECHO, XOMOAHO | Mapko, Béceno |
TPYCTHO, TPYAHO | nerko, 60neHo, CTPEWHO

Example: MonoasiM CTYAEHTaM CKYYHO Ha ypoke. (KoMy ckyuyHo Ha
ypoke?)

b. With prepositions: After these prepositions we use dative:

- mo. It usually anwers to the question “Mo komy? | Mo yemy?" but its
meaning changes depending on the context.
Example: Mel rynfeM no kpacieomy napky. (Mae?)

- K. It answers the questions "K komy / K uemy?™ or "Kyaa?"
Example: 338Tpa A MAy K 3ybHoMy spady. (K komy? / Kyaa?)
