1.  EXAMPLE: | have a friend (present: buy) all her books online. =

1.1 have a friend who buys all her books online.

People (present: buy) books online can write reviews and give books a 1-5 start rating.
A person (present: read) the reviews can be influenced by the opinions of others.
4. There are many neighborhood bookstores (past: lose) business and had to close because of

online competition.

There are people (present perfect: create) successful businesses on the Internet,
Omidyar and Bezos are two people (past: understand) the potential of the internet.
7. leff Bezos is lucky to have parents (past: believe) in his idea.

Friendster & MySpace were two Internet companies (past: become) successful and then failed.
