Para comparar dos cosas, utilizamos el comparativo del adjetivo + tan.
Para formar el comparativo afiadimos -er.
Cuando el adjetivo tiene una silaba, solo se le afiade -er: strong - stronger
Cuando tiene dos o mas silabas utilizamos more + adjetivo + tan: dangerous — more dangerous
Cuando el adjetivo termina en consonante-vocal-consonante, la ultima consonante se dobla:
big — bigger
