Example 1:

= It is true that disruptive students may negatively affect their peers” academic
performance. Therefore, those who do not obey school rules and regulations
ought to be taught in separate groups.

= It is believed that + clause

It is true/evident that+ clause

= [t is a fact that + clause

6. more and more + adj = increasingly + adj

more and more + noun = an increasing number/amount of + noun

10. negatively/adversely/detrimentally affect/impact/influence + s.o/sth

= have a negative/adverse/detrimental effect/impact/influence + ON + s.o/sth
