Review: Past Simple Form

a. Positive
S + V(ed/irregular) + O.

Ex: She played badminton yesterday.
They ate burgers and fish last week.

b. Negative
S + didn’t/did not + V(nguyén thé) + O.
Ex: My mum didn’t watch TV last night.
¢. Question
Did + S + V(nguyén thé) + O?
- Yes, S did.
- No, S didn’t.

Ex: Did you drink milk two days ago?
Yes, I did.
Note: Con chi y djng tir tobe trong qua khir don la was/were.
Ex: He/She/It was very happy yesterday.
We/They/You were in the kitchen last night.
