melieved Aboriginal people have lived in Australia for around 50,000 years or more. (...) Almost all Aborigh
people were semi-nomadic, meaning they would move from place to place. People would settle in a certain area
and build or find some temporary shelters. They would hunt for food and find other necessities like medicines
and water. After a period of time, the group would move to another place where there were plenty of resources.
This way of life meant that the land was never overused and plant and animal stocks were able to regenerate
regularly. (...)

Groups of Aboriginal people lived in different parts of the country and spoke different languages. They had
different beliefs and customs and used different tools, weapons and utensils. The people adapted and had a huge
knowledge and respect for the land.

People living near the coast caught fish and other sea creatures for food using nets and spears. People who lived
inland hunted for land animals like kangaroos, emus, lizards and snakes, and gathered plants, nuts and seeds for
food and medicines. People who lived in the desert areas moved around more often in search of fresh food and

supplies.
