There are nails in the planks of wood on the
floor.

There is an unguarded flame.

He is lifting a box from an uneven stack.
She is walking towards an open manhole.
There is a pool of water on the floor.

The tools are hanging out of the bag.

The man with a blowtorch has no safety
goggles on.
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He could crash into something.

It could swing round and hit someone.

Someone could stand on them and injure their
foot.

It could hit him.

Someone could stand on it and cut themselves
Someone might slip on it.

The steam could injure his eyes

She could fall in and seriously injure herself
The tools could fall onto someone’s head.

He should not be smoking at work!

They could fall onto the workmen below them.
He could fall off the boxes

It is not secure, and he could fall off it.

This could burn anybody or the workman himself

Some of the boxes on the stack could fall on him.
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
