CONJUGATING -ER VERBS

It is essential to conjugate verbs in the French language to describe who is doing an
action in the appropriate form.

Here are some common regular ER verbs:

Parler (anglais/francgais) = to speak (English/French)
Danser = to dance

Aimer = to like/to love

Chanter = to sing

Regarder la télévision = to watch T.V.

Dessiner = to draw

Ecouter = to listen

Nager = to swim

Etudier = to study

Travailler = to work

Manger = to eat

Envoyer (des e-mails/ des textos) = to send emails
Voyager = to travel

Jouer = to play

The verbs above appear in the infinitive form. Conjugation charts like the one
below are a way to display each form of the verb based on who is doing the
action.

Conjugation Chart Example

Je Nous
Tu Vous
II/Elle/On lIs/Elles

Here are the steps to conjugating ER verbs in the Present Tense:

1. Drop the ER from the verb.
2. Add the appropriate ER verb ending displayed in the chart on the next page.
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Endings for -ER Verbs

Je -E Nous -ONS
Tu -ES Vous —EZ
II/Elle/On -E Elles/lls -ENT

Conjugations for Parler (to talk)

Je parle Nous parlons
Tu parles Vous parlez
II/Elle/On parle lls/Elles parlent
