A varied career

Chloe Kelling, a successful model and singer-songwriter, now has a new venture

I arrive for my interview with Chloe Kelling and I'm asked to wait in the garden, [ hardly have
time to start looking round ar the carefully rended Howerbeds when Chloe appears.

Chloe originally trained as a make-up artist, having left her home in the country at nineteen to
try and make her name as a model in Londoen, and seon got work in adverts and the fashion
business. ‘l went to Japan to work for a short period, but felr very homesick at first, she recalls,
