The most usual way to entertain friends at home s to invite them for a meal, either in the evening
or at lunchtime on a Sunday. In smaller communities, for example a country village, people also invite
each other for a drink before a meal. for morning coffee or afternoon tea

When guests are invited for a meal. they often sit and chat while they have a drink before the
meal, and coffee is usually served afterwards. Several friends are sometimes invited at once to make a
small party. These parties are almost always informal. Formal occasions, when wrillen invitations. are
sent out and people dress formally, rarely take place in people’s homes, although they did in the past.
