The Continuous Past Tense

Write the continuous past form of the verb in parentheses. If there is a “not” before the
verb in parentheses, write the negative form of the continuous past. If the sentence ends
with a question mark, use the subject in parentheses to write the interrogative form of
the continuous past.

Example of continuous past: At 6am this morning, | was exercising.
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. Last year, | (teach) at the high school.
. She (make) her grocery list.
(you / work) yesterday?
Last week, Anthony (take) some time off.
. We (not / enjoy) the movie.
(they / visit) their grandmother last summer?
. My daughter (do) her homework last night.
. They (use) their cellphones during class.
(it / snow) yesterday?
The trucks (plow) the streets this morning.
You (drink) too much last night!
The farmers (sell) apples at the market last fall.
(1 / talk) in my sleep last night?
I (not / talk) to my friend for a week after our fight!
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
