- Dién ta hanh déng bat dau trong qua khir va con tiép tuc dén hién tai (actions that started
in the past and have continued until now).

E.g: I have learnt/ learned English for 15 years. (T6i da hoc Tiéng Anh duoc 15 nam roéi.)
- Dién ta hanh dong xay ra tai mot thoi diém xac dinh trong qué khir nhung vao thoi diém
n6i hanh déng d6 van chwa hoan thanh (actions at a specified time which are not complete
at the time of speaking) = Cach dung nay thuong giap véi trang tir thoi gian nhu this
morning/ afternoon,...

E.g: I have read four books so far this morning,.
