POUR FORMER LE PLURIEL

In French, every noun has a gender (masculine or feminine). We use articles (un or une)
to help us know whether the word is masculine or feminine.

When speaking about more than one thing, we have to pluralize both the article and the
noun itself.

There are different endings that are added to words to make them plural, and there are
rules to follow on how this is done. Please remember there are some exceptions to
these rules.

Some words are always plural. For example :

Des ciseaux (scissors)  des affaires (business) les cheveux (hair)
