I'm still a bit jet-lagged at the
moment but should be in good shape by tomorrow. 1'm looking forward to hearing
what John has in store for me. . ..

Todd: Don’t worry. We'll all take good care of you. And don’t be (7)

if we show up on your doorstep in San Diego one day, ready for
surfing!
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
