Guy Laliberté, the Canadian founder of Cirque
du Soleil, travelled on a mission into space in
2009. Why did he do this? The main reason

was because he wanted toraise people’s
awareness about the lack of clean drinking 5
water for so many people on our planet. To

do this he spent a few days with scientists

on the International Space Station. There,

he produced a webcast from the station with
himself and other artists who were workingin 10
different cities around the world.

However, some people criticised this

initiative saying that his real purpose was
