


‘ Phonetics — how to pronounce -ed |

RULES:

1. Verbs ending in /d/ or /t/: add one more syllable: /id/
2. Verbs ending in /p/, /k/, itfl, 16/, Isl, [f/, /fl: add Nl
3. All other verbs: add d/
