Para formar el Pasado Simple en inglés, tenemos primero que saber que existen dos
tipos de verbos: los regulares y los irregulares. Los regulares son los mas sencillos:
bastaba con anadirles “-d”, “-ed” o “-ied”, dependiendo del verbo.
Ejemplos de verbos regulares:

- Save = saved
- Play = played
- Study = studied

Los verbos irregulares eran un poco mas complejos, porque no habia que afadirles
nada, sino que tenian su propia forma.
Ejemplos de verbos irregulares:

-  Find = found
- Eat = ate
- Drjink 2 drank
