So he (ask) me whose fan

club secretary I (be) — “Are you the Moody Blues’ fan club secretary

or the Beatles?” And I just (laugh) it off and said theirs, and he said:
“I’m firing you so you can go back to the Moody Blues.” “Well,” I said, “fine,” but

I(go) to the other three and asked if they (fire) me and
they said no, certainly not, so I said to John: “Well, you can do your own fan mail

and I’ll just do the other three’s.” And then he (turn) to me and said he

only (joke) ,and Isaid: “No, you weren’t, you were telling
the truth,” and he said: “Please, come back.” Then I said: “Get on your hands and
knees and beg me to come back.” And he said “I’ll meet you halfway.” And I (know)

I (not can) push him any further, so when he said he

would get down on one knee I said it was fine. And I (keep) workin
