Plastic is everywhere: in our streets, in the countryside, in rivers,

in seas and in oceans, In the UK, over 13 billion plastic bettles are
used every year. The good news is that more and more people are
recycling plastic and there are also some clever ways to use it,

Roads are usually made of asphalt, but in some counlries like the
USA and the UK, engineers have started to use plastic to make new
roads.
