The white cat, sitting on
Mr Clark, is a symbol of infidelity. It seems that Hockney didn't think that
their marriage was going to be very happy, and in fact, the couple got
divorced four years later.

Celia often posed as a model for Hockney, but she says that this painting, his
most famous picture of her, is not her favourite. She said "It's a wonderful
painting, but it makes me look too heavy." In 1996, twenty five years after this
picture was painted, Ozzie Clark died. He was murdered by his lover in his
Kensington flat.
