DJ Fire

This Russian DJ grew up travelling with his parents who were in a rock
band. He started learning piano at four, and drums at twelve. As a
teenager, he wrote songs and posted them online as a hobby. Then,
at 20, a music company started paying him to write songs for pop
bands - and some have been on the radio.
