She ’s my sister. = (Ella) es mi hermana.

It ’s five o’clock. = Son las cinco.

We are revising. = (Nosotros) estamos repasando.
You ’re reading. = (Vosotros) estais leyendo.

They ’re playing. = (Ellos) estan jugando.
