The Forbidden City is a rectangle, with 961 metres from north to south and 753 metres from
east to west. It consists of 980 surviving buildings with 8,886 bays of rooms. A common myth
states that there are 9,999 rooms including halls, based on oral tradition, and it is not supported by
survey evidence.

Since 1925, the Forbidden City has been under the charge of the Palace Museum, whose
extensive collection of artwork and artifacts were built upon the imperial collections of the Ming
and Qing dynasties. Part of the museum's former collection is now located in the National Palace
Museum in Taipei. Both museums descend from the same institution, but were split after the
Chinese Civil War. With over 14.6 million annual visitors, the Palace Museum is the most visited
art museum in the world.
