This beach has a sea temperature slightly higher than

There’s plenty to do, too, with play leaders offering
games to entertain younger ones, and surfing and sailing
available at all levels, including beginners. The snack bar is

excellent, too.

B Franscombe

This beach is popular with families with young
children and people who aren’t strong swimmers,
as the water is warm and not deep.

However, the nearest car park is quite a
walk away.

D Westley Beach

There are distance swimming, sailing and surfing
sessions for people of all levels, and the beach is also
famous for sculptures made of send, which artists
display every weekend!

F South Beach

This beautiful beach offers safe swimming. And
when you fancy a change from sunbathing or
watersports, there's a funfair nearby, and beautiful
gardens to walk through, with tables and chairs
where you can eat your own food.
