embers of the Martin fa.mily hawe regrets about choices l‘hcy ve made. Some of
their mistakes were small, and others affected important life events. The Martins
experiences mmplif}v common mistakes and regrets that many pcnpll: male and have.

Delilah and Greg Martin have regrets about their work lives, Delilah, 57, wishes that she
had followed her passion. She feels she should have tried for her dream job, not just ajob
to pay the bills. Greg, 56, regrets working too much. He wishes he had spent less time at
work and more time with his family and friends.

Regrets about work life can lead to regrets about relationships. In other words, some
people, like Greg, regret putting work above the important people in their lives. Greg
regrets hours spent at the office as well as spending too much time attached to his phone.
He was [ucky that he and Delilah maintained a swong relationship despite his decisions.
Unlike Greg, many people have regrets when it comes to love. They regret not pursuing
someone to whom they were attracted. Others wish they had developed better
relationships in the past. Delilah and Greg’s daughter Tara, 32, regrets getting divorced.
She wishes that she and her husband had tried harder to make their marriage work.
Others regret not we arking lh.'tng"' out witha parent or 5i|31ing, and some regret lusing;

touch with a good friend.

Tara’s brother Vie, 29, regrets not being more open to a new relationship. He says, “I was
interested in a woman at work, but my sister was going through her divorce at the time. It
affected my view of relationships, so I never asked the woman out or tried to get to know
her better” Now he regrets it.

He often stays after he’s done and helps me with my
computer. Now 1'm able to talk with my grandkids and great-grandchild online. 1just
can't believe thar this teen takes time ourt of his busy schedule to help me. | wish I had
done something like that when I was younger.”
