Ex: This festival occurs every 4 years

a. Thé khing dinh (Positive form)

[+am
He/She/lt + is
We/You/They + are
Chu y:
Ilam=I'm

He is = He's, She is =She's, It is = It's
We are = We're, You are = You're, They are = They're
Vidu:
I am a student.  (T6i la mdt sinh vién.)
He is very smart. (Anh ay rdt thong minh.)
We are friends.  (Chung toi la ban be.)

I + am not
He/She/lt + is not
We/You/They + are not

Chu y:

am not ='m not
is not = isn't
are not = aren't
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Vidu:
I'm not a bad kid. (T6i khong phai la mot duia tré hw.)
He isn't my brother. (Anh ay khong phai la anh trai toi.)
They aren't in class. (Ho khong o trong lop hoc.)

Tra loi: “Yes”

Yes, [ + am.

Yes, he/she/it + is.

Yes, we/you/they + are.
Tra loi: “No”

No, I + am not.

No, he/she/it + isn't.

No, we/you/they + aren't.

Is + he/she/it ?

Vidu:
Are you Phong? Yes, I am./ No, I am not.
(Ban la Phong ha?) (Vang, dung vay.) (Khong, khong phai.)
Am I a good boy? Yes, you are./No, you aren't
(T6i la mot cau bé ngoan,phai khong?) (Vang, dung vay)/ (Khong, khong phai)
Is she 12 years old? Yes, she is. / No, she isn't.
(Co dy 12 tudi phai khong?) (Vang, dung vay.)/(Khong, khong phai)

do not =don't
does not = doesn't

Vi du:
We don't go to school on Sunday. (Chung t6i khong di hoc vao Chu nhat.)
She doesn't play football. (C6 ay khong choi bong da.)

c. Thé nghi van (Question form)
Do + I/we/you/they + V (nguyén thé) ?
Does + he/she/it + V (nguyén thé) ?

Tra loi “Yes”:

Yes, I/we/you/they + do.
Yes, he/she/it + does.

Tra loi “No”:

No, [/we/you/they + don't.
No, he/she/it + doesn't.

Vi du:
Do they play sports? Yes, they do. / No, they don't.
(Ho co choi thé thao khong?) (Vang, ho co choi.)/(Khong, ho khéng choi.)
Does he like judo? Yes, he does. / No, he doesn't.
(Anh ay c0 thich judo khong?) (Vang, anh dy thich.)/ (Khong, anh dy khong
thich.)
3. Dau hiéu nhan biét
Trong cau thi hién tai don thuong co cac tir:
always (ludn ludn) usually (thuong xuyén)
often (thuong thuong, thuong 1€) frequently (thwong xuyén)
sometimes | (thinh thoang, do6i khi, doi luc) seldom (it khi)
rarely (hiém khi) never (khong bao gio).
Vidu:
We usually have breakfast at 6 o'clock. (Chiing toi thuong an sang luc 6 gio.)
every day mdi ngay
every week mbi tudn
every month moi thang
every year... moi ndm
Vidu:

[ get up early every day. (Toi thirc day som méi ngay.)
once/twice/three times/four times  (mot [an/hai lan/ba lan/bon lan...)

a day/week/month/year... (mot ngay/tuan/thang/nam)
Vidu:
She goes to her English class twice a week. (C6 ay dén lop tiéng Anh hai [an mot tuan.)

in the morning  (vao budi sang)
in spring (vao mua xuan),..
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Vidu:
It's warm in spring. (Troi am ap vao mua xuan.)
on + ngay trong tuan
on Mondays (vao cac ngay thi Hai).
on Tuesdays (vao cacngay thir Ba)
Vi du:
They have Maths on Mondays.  (Ho c6 mon Toan vao cac ngay thit Hai.)
at weekends (vao cac ngay cudi tudn)
Vi du:
He practices karate at weekends.  (Anh dy tap karate vao cac ngay cudi tuan.)

1. Pinh nghia

Always :Ludn ludn
Usually ‘Thuong xuyén
Often :Thong thuong, thuong lé
Sometimes | :Thinh thoang, doi khi, doi luc
Rarely :Hiém khi
Never :Khong bao gio

We dont often stay up late.  (Chung t6i khong thuong thirc khuya.)
Mike is always punctual. (Mike luén ding gio.)
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
